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PARALLEL FORM

m A new parallel form allows you to retest students on all scales after a brief interval. Form B can be given within days if there is reason to believe that the initial
OWLS-II administration was invalid or a second administration is desired to monitor progress. The age range for Form B (for all four scales) is 5-0 through 21-11.

B Each scale yields its own interpretable score. In addition, scales can be combined to generate composite scores.
